The Charlton Model

The parties shall have joint guardianship of the child, and joint guardianship will include the following rights and powers:

1. the Claimant and the Respondent will each have a full and active role in providing a sound moral, social, economic and educational environment for the child;

2. the parties will consult with one another in planning the religious upbringing, educational programs, athletic and recreational activities, health care (excluding emergency health care) as well as significant changes in the social environment of the child;

3. the power and authority granted hereby will not be exercised by either of the parties so as to frustrate or unduly affect the life of the other; and,

4. the Claimant and the Respondent will each exert their best efforts to cooperate in future plans consistent with the best interests of the child
